Daily Grading Policy, Expectations, Rules, and Procedures

In order for us to have a productive school year I would like to introduce you to my expectations, procedures, and rules for my class. My ultimate goal for you is to achieve academic success. In order for you to achieve the success needed I have outlined what is “RESPECT”. This teacher/student and student/student act of respect must be practiced on a daily basis in and out of the classroom. Respect is given when you take responsibility to give, receive, and earn it.

In my class if you are aware of your behavior I recommend you save yourself the embarrassment and follow my expectations, procedures, and rules for the school year. Responsibility is very important while you are in my class, so leave all excuses outside the door. We are in here to be the best that we can be.  

I have developed a list of things that I will not accept in my class. When you enter my room every student will begin the class period with an ‘A’ for their behavior.  You will need to become familiar with your actions and/or decisions made that will aid in risking your participation points. We will have an excellent year if you make the positive decision to cooperate with my expectations, rules, and procedures. Below I have listed infractions that will decrease your weekly grade in my class. 

Classroom Rules and Daily Grading Deductions 

· NO talking during daily announcements at the beginning or ending of each day. We all need to know what is going on for our safety and understanding here at school. ALL CHAIRS NEED TO BE PUSHED UNDER THE TABLE. ALL BOOKS AND OTHER MATERIALS WILL NEED TO BE PUT AWAY BEFORE YOU LEAVE CLASS. Unless I state otherwise!! (10 Points)

· NO usage of technology such as I-pods, digital cameras, and cell phones, etc. during my class. (10 Points)

· NO talking while I am lecturing during the time allotted for my class. We are in school to learn. Eating in class is unacceptable. Only medical exceptions with a note will be accepted in order to be given permission to eat during class. (20 Points)

· NO head resting or sleeping while I am lecturing, have requested for work to be completed, and/or showing a power point presentation or movie. If you do not feel well, I ask you to let me know before class begins.  

(10 Points)

· Getting out of your seat without permission (Selling candy, talking to other people, passing notes, waiting for the bell to ring, etc. (10 Points)

· NO talking while your peers are participating during class discussions, presenting, taking a test, and/or completing daily assignments.  (10 Points) 

· All work needs to completed individually (sharing answers is unacceptable). I absolutely do not accept cheating or sharing answers. (5 Points)

· Failure to have an agenda. You must keep your agenda on you at all times.
           (5 Points)

· Failure to complete beginning/ending assignments. (10 Points)

· Tardiness is unacceptable. All headgear must be removed upon entering my class.  (5 Points)

Expectations and Procedures 

2.  Classwork, Homework, Projects

· All work will need to be turned in on the assigned due date.  Your projects will be individual and grouped during my class. Responsibility is very important and I have the discretion to not accept any late assignments. I will inform all students in class if I will allow any assignments to be submitted late. You have a maximum of five days to submit an assignment late only if it is allowed. You must understand that for every day the assignment is late you will receive a letter grade deduction (A-F). 
· I will provide extra credit or incentive opportunities for those students who “Like” our class page on www.facebook.com titled “Ms. Alicia A. Lanier’s Class Page”. You can use the search box on Facebook to find our page and then simply click “like” on the webpage. On this page you will be given the opportunity to view extra credit opportunities, reminders, etc. in order to help you keep up with the pace and work requirement for this class. It is your responsibility that I can recognize your name and picture to be eligible for the extra credit or incentives. 
· I will provide extra credit opportunities for those who “ Blog” (participate in our online discussion) while on the class website www.alanierkecoughtan.com. During our blogging conversations you will have an opportunity to express your thoughts about our class discussion or activity from that day. We can also have conversation about a current event going on in the world that relates to our class discussion. There will be a section highlighted on our page specifically for our discussions.

· I will provide extra credit on Twitter. If you follow me on www.twitter.com you will receive extra credit or incentives for class. I will also offer extra credit or incentives if you “Retweet” an assignment reminder or extra credit opportunity that I “Tweet” on our class page. This class page is titled @KHS_Lanier on twitter. It is your responsibility that I can recognize your name and picture to be eligible for the extra credit or incentives. 

3.  Parent Contacts, Absences, Behavior

· I am going to make parent contacts on a regular basis. I encourage you to perform well in my class. I will call parents for positive and negative reasons. When you are absent you are required to check with me to receive any work that you missed while you are absent from school or my class. Field trips are not an exception. Check with your teacher, school handbook, or agenda for more information. 
5. Beginning Attention Ringers, Activities (beginning, listening, ending) and Participation in Class

· At the beginning of each class period I will gather your attention in some form. Example: bell, chime, or verbally. I want your undivided attention when I am speaking. Please do not ask me to be excused to go anywhere during the first 10-15 minutes or the last 10-15 minutes of class each day. The only exception will be an emergency, note from the office, dean, etc.  At the beginning of each class period you will be required to perform a writing assignment or activity (ex. beginning activity or bell ringer). It is critical that you are present so you will not miss any valuable assignments. If you are absent for the writing assignment, you will be responsible for asking a classmate or myself the question or activity that you need to complete.
6. Classroom Cleanliness

· It is written in your student handbook that no one should have food in the classroom. Bugs are everywhere; therefore I will not allow eating in my classroom. If I see you eating I will deduct points from your daily grade and you will receive detention with me after school. You are allowed to bring only water. Please remember to keep the lid tightly closed on any bottles that you bring in my classroom. You will be responsible for cleaning up your area, throwing away any trash that you have. 
You are hereby responsible for following all rules, expectations, and the policy within my classroom. You have read the above information and understand appropriate action will be taken if the rules, expectations, and the policy are not followed at any time. Disciplinary action will be taken which include the following: warning, parent phone call, after school detention with me, tardy slip, and/or write-up.
